Proposals will be reviewed by members of the Executive Committee at the Annual HLC Conference and are 
expected to meet the following minimum criteria: 
 
➢ Adherence to proposal submission instructions 
➢ Relevance to the conference theme, goals, and objectives 
➢ Potential for engaging participants in substantive discussions 
➢ Clarity of writing 
 
Expectations for Presenters 
Presenters must: 
 
➢ Register for the conference 
➢ Agree that their presentation abstract may be used to advertise the conference and may be included in the 

conference brochure 
➢ Agree to provide their presentation in electronic format to be posted on the CATYC website  

following the conference 
➢ Be from a member institution
